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I created these cards to use with my Phonovisual Long Vowel First Remedial Reading 
Program. The students will first study the Phonovisual Consonant and Vowel Charts that we 
purchase from the Phonovisual Company. We also use the Phonovisual Flashcards with the 
clue pictures, which can be purchased from  www.phonovisual.com.  
 
Once the students have mastered the Phonovisual Charts and Cards, they can use these cards 
without pictures for testing their knowledge of the symbols and for increasing their fluency.  
The success of the method requires an automatic recognition of the symbols. Secondary 
spellings are included on these cards since teenage and adult learners will use need them from 
the start. Mr. Potter grants permission to reproduce and use these cards for non-commercial 
educational purposes.
